Various Bible verses 

are used throughout the content, with the Divine Service Guide being based on Ephesians 2:10,  

“For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared 

beforehand that we should walk in them.” 

Retreat package contents: 

• Document A – Opening Session 

o Designed for a large group setting and usually acts as the ‘kick-off’ to the 

weekend with everyone all together 

o Spiritual content based on the Good Samaritan from Luke 10:25-37 

• Document B – Discussions 

o Designed for breakout groups. The exact structure and duration of this content is 

to be determined by local planning teams based on available facilitators, 

breakout rooms, and schedule 

o Broken down into three areas 

▪ Doing Good in Your Community 

▪ Doing Good in Your Congregation 

▪ Doing Good for Your Fellow Youth 

o Each breakout includes a key Bible verse as the foundation, with main points 

that could be used in a presentation, discussion and application questions, and 

activity ideas that could be used either at the retreat, or as starter ideas for 

planning how to apply the principles post-retreat. 

• Divine Service Guide 

o Based on Ephesians 2:10 

• Graphics package that could be used before, during, and after the retreat for promotion 

and branding consistency.
