Family Worship Guide – “Risen” 
(Easter, Part of the Holy Week Series)
[bookmark: _GoBack]…as for me and my house, we will serve (worship) the Lord (Joshua 24:15)

Considerations:
· Read through the various gospel accounts of Holy Week:
· Matthew 21:1-17, and chapters 26-28
· Mark 11:1-11, and chapters 14-16
· Luke 19:28-48, and chapters 20-24:12
· John 12:12-19, and chapters 13, and 18-21

Read God’s word together

Bible Verse – 1 Corinthians 15:3-4

Possible questions/conversation-starters:

1. Think about what Jesus’ resurrection must have meant to His disciples, and what it means to you. What is your response to Jesus having risen from the dead?

2. In reading the various accounts of Holy Week, did you learn anything new?

3. What is the significance of Jesus having risen from the dead? (His resurrection gives us hope in eternal life and fellowship with Him, and in our own resurrection; others, like Lazarus, also resurrected, but they then died again – Jesus is the only one to have ever permanently resurrected!).

4. In this Bible passage, Paul is delivering the gospel message (“good news of Jesus”) to those who belonged to the church in Corinth. What are some ways that we can also deliver Jesus’ gospel message, and why is it important for us to do so? 

Pray together

Prompt: Think about what Jesus’ resurrection means to you, and express your feelings to Jesus. Thank Him for the hope that He gives you for eternal life, and share your desire for everlasting fellowship with Him.
