Family Worship Guide – “Love: The Greatest Commandment”
[bookmark: _GoBack]…as for me and my house, we will serve (worship) the Lord (Joshua 24:15)

Read God’s word together

Bible Verse – Matthew 22:36-40

Possible questions/conversation-starters:

1. Why do you think Jesus named two commandments? What’s the connection between the two? (LOVE; the more we love God, the more likely we are to love others).

2. Why is loving God and others so important, and why is it sometimes difficult to do? (We know it’s important because God commands us to do it, and because He IS love; it’s sometimes difficult to do because humans are sinners and often disappoint us, make us upset, etc.).

3. The Bible says that we love God because He first loved us (1 John 4:19). How do you know that God loves you? What has He done to prove His love for you?

4. How do you think Jesus would want us to show our love for others? How did He show His love for others? (Selflessly, consistently, non-begrudgingly, and without expectation or calculation; Jesus showed His love for us by having compassion toward us and giving His life on the cross for our sins – see John 15:13). 

Pray together

Prompt: Give praise and thanks to God for His love, and for the many ways that He expresses His love toward you (through Christ, through His grace and mercy, through His desire for fellowship with you, through His provision and protection, etc.). Pray that you might also intentionally love Him and others more, just as He has loved you.
