Family Worship Guide – “Witness” 
[bookmark: _GoBack]…as for me and my house, we will serve (worship) the Lord (Joshua 24:15)

Considerations:
· For more context, read the full story of the Emmaus disciples (v. 13-35); discuss when it was that they recognized whom Jesus was, as well as their response to His presence and teachings. 

Read God’s word together

Bible Verses – Luke 24:25-27, 44-48

Possible questions/conversation-starters:

1. What does it mean to be a disciple of Jesus? (Being a disciple of Jesus means that we are a follower of His; we are disciplined in Christ, and strive to learn of Him and live according to His example and teachings).

2. What does it mean to be a witness for Jesus? (Being a witness for Jesus means that we “show and tell” Jesus – we show others His love, grace, mercy, compassion, etc., and we tell others about the truth of Christ that we have personally heard, seen, and experienced in our lives, and through our reading of Scripture).

3. Read Acts 4:20. What should we feel compelled to share with others about Jesus? What is it about Him that we can’t help but speak? (His uncompromising, uncalculating, unending love; His abundant gifts of grace and mercy which are new every morning; His death on the cross for our sins, and for the salvation of all believers; His resurrection that gives us hope for eternal life and fellowship with Him; His return, which He has promised, etc). 

Pray together

Prompt: Ask for an increased desire to know Jesus and to grow in His nature, and for increased opportunities to be a witness for Him. Pray for Jesus to show Himself more in all that you say and do so that others may come to know Him more through you.
