Family Worship Guide – “An Example at Any Age”
[bookmark: _GoBack]…as for me and my house, we will serve (worship) the Lord (Joshua 24:15)

Considerations:
· You might give a little background on 1 Timothy. 
· Read (or have one of the children read) what’s at the top of the first page of 1 Timothy: “The First Epistle of Paul the Apostle to Timothy.” What can we learn from this?
· This is an example of an epistle; what’s an epistle? (A letter)
· Who wrote it? (Paul)
· Who was Paul writing to? (Timothy)
· What was their relationship? (Paul was a mentor/teacher of the younger Timothy, and saw Timothy as his “spiritual student” and protégé). 
· Discuss terms as needed (mentor/protégé).

Read God’s word together

Bible Verse – 1 Timothy 4:12

Possible questions/conversation-starters:

1. What does Paul mean when he tells Timothy, “Let no one despise your youth?” (He means, “don’t let anyone look down on you or have low expectations for you just because you’re young”). Has there ever been a time in your life when someone older than you has approached or looked at you this way—when someone has “despised your youth?

2. Even though Timothy was young, Paul makes it clear that he can be an example to other believers. In what ways did Paul say that Timothy could be an example? (In word, in conduct, in love, in spirit, in faith, in purity). Would you add anything to this list?

3. How have you been an example to other believers? What are some things that you’ve done at school, at home, at church, or in the community that could serve as an example to someone else?

Pray together

Prompt: Give praise to Jesus for being the greatest example that we have in life, and pray that we might follow His example more closely and clearly. Pray that we can also be an example to other believers each day, regardless of our age.
