Family Worship Guide – “His Mercy Endures Forever”
[bookmark: _GoBack]…as for me and my house, we will serve (worship) the Lord (Joshua 24:15)

Considerations:
· Feel free to read the full psalm, or only a portion
· Have children listen for the repeated phrase (“For His mercy endures forever”). Once they pick up on it, have them say it along with you each time.

Read God’s word together

Bible Verse – Psalm 136

Possible questions/conversation-starters:

1. Why is God good? (Refer back to the very first verse – “For His mercy endures forever”). Why else is God good? How have you experienced His goodness?

2. What is mercy, and how is it different from grace? (Mercy is when we don’t receive something that we deserve—like a punishment; grace is when we receive something that we don’t deserve—like a gift). What’s an example of a gift that we receive from God, but don’t deserve? (His love)

3. How has God shown us mercy? (We should be punished forever for our sins, but God sent Jesus to save us from our sins). How can/should we respond to God’s mercy? (Gratefulness, praise, less sinning)

4. Why do we need mercy? (We’re sinners!) Is mercy a one-time need, or is it ongoing (consider that the psalm says that God’s mercy “endures forever”)?

Pray together

Prompt: Give thanks and praise to God for His mercy (past, present, and future), and plead with Him for continued mercy.
