Family Worship Guide – “I Am the Door” 
(Part of the “I Am” series)
[bookmark: _GoBack]…as for me and my house, we will serve (worship) the Lord (Joshua 24:15)

Considerations:
· Before beginning the first “I Am” statement (and as a lead-in to this series), ask the children who they would say that they are if asked, and then ask them who they would say that Jesus is. See how their responses to the latter question line up with His seven statements.

Read God’s word together

Bible Verse – John 10:7-9

Possible questions/conversation-starters:

1. Why do you think Jesus refers to Himself as the door? What is He the door to? (Eternal life and salvation, peace, forgiveness, communion with God, etc.).

2. Is Jesus the only door? (Yes; note the connection with “I am the way;” only through Jesus can we be saved and enter into God’s kingdom). 

3. Why does Jesus use the image of sheep? (A shepherd cares for the sheep, so Jesus uses this image to show that He cares for us, and leads/guides us when we wander away from Him and toward danger; a shepherd provides security, so Jesus is reminding us that we are secure with Him—He will protect us and keep us safe from all evil).

4. Who are the sheep? (All those who believe in and belong to Jesus) Who are the thieves and robbers? (Jesus is speaking here of the religious leaders who pretended to care for the needs of God’s children, but in reality they were “fake shepherds”). Why is it important that we listen only to Jesus? (He is the door to salvation; the only one who can save us!).
